Many of you spoke to 
me personally about how much you feel I have 
given you, your family and our parish. I am 
touched by your sincere remarks and love. I can as-
sure you however, that I have received so much 
more from you! 
 

 At the Mass as well as at the reception, many 
folks were thanked by myself and Mark Franklin, 
Parish Council Chair. The “thanks” in no one cover 
everyone who had a part in making the celebration 
such a wonderful experience. Thanks to my brother 
Knights for providing the Fourth Degree Honor 
Guard. Please know in my heart and prayers, that 
gratitude to you all is there; each day. 
 

 For all of the gifts, remembrances, words of 
support, love and gratitude, I say, from the bottom 
of my heart, Thank-you!  The “Parish Gift,” which 
comes to me anonymously from the letter Diane 
sent out to you all, was a completely surprise! To all 
those who contributed to that gift of love, Thank-
you! 
 

 Most did not know this, but at the head ta-
ble, we used napkins from my First Mass back on 
June 2, 1985 which Mom still had in a box; saving 
them. You know us Germans; “save it; we may need 
that again!” It made a nice touch. She had a wonder-
ful time; as did all of my family. Thank-you for 
making them feel so welcome and part of our St. 
John Parish family. Now, it’s back to “normal! And, 
coincidentally, the readings for Mass speak of grati-
tude and hospitality! 
 

 Today we embark on a long journey. Well, 
all things in perspective, it isn’t really all that long. 
This weekend, the liturgical year continues into 
what is commonly called Ordinary Time. 
 
   

 If today is any indication, we can expect to share some 
wonderful and challenging Gospel stories of healing and rec-
onciliation from St. Luke the Evangelist. Many of his settings 
for important epiphanies in the life of Jesus, take place at 
various meals. It seems as though Our Lord does a lot of eat-
ing in St. Luke’s Gospel! 
 

 Today Jesus delivers a sharp rebuke to the Pharisee 
who offers very little hospitality and exhibited very little 
gratitude to Him; in stark contrast to the sinful woman who 
anoints His feet. There’s something very important happen-
ing in her actions. 
 

 First, she is acknowledging that it is Jesus Who can 
forgive her sins. To publicly acknowledge this fact was blas-
phemy! Secondly, despite her fear, she was still trusting 
enough to approach Jesus and bow in humility before Him; 
seeking forgiveness. 
 

 Those are two very powerful proclamations of faith 
that you and I need to remember! The reason is quite simple. 
It IS Jesus Christ and His Church through which the forgive-
ness of sin flows! We MUST have the trust to approach Him, 
through the actions of His priest and Church, to humble seek 
this forgiving compassion! 
 

Sometimes summer time can just sort of lazily drift 
along (nothing wrong with that, right?!) However, like the 
sisters told us in grade school, we never take a vacation from 
the practice of our Catholic Faith; from Mass and Confession! 
I can still see the holy card I was once given and on the back 
were reminders to attend Sunday Mass; daily if possible, to 
go to confession regularly and not to forget the Solemnity of 
the Assumption of Mary, August 15th! It was good advice that 
remains good advice! 
 

 This weekend, as we take part in the elections for new 
members for our Parish Council, let us give thanks to those 
who accepted nomination: Janet Johnson, Maureen Potter, 
Tim Mercer, Ron Pendill and Jason Barnett. I thank them all 
for seeking election. The results of the election will be in next 
weekend’s bulletin. 
 

 I will be attending a few days of the Bishop Brute Vo-
cation Days this week; helping with giving talks, hearing con-
fessions, etc. Just wanted to let you know I will be out of the 
office a couple days! Have no fear;  Diane is here though!
